e To have the Saturday off you must book it with your manger.

e If you do take it off its will not be deducted from your holiday
entitlement as it is not an normal working day.

5. Management have agreed to sort out next years Christmas plans in
consultation with unions. We will do this straight away in January so let
us know your views and suggestions and we will fight for them!
